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This is a just a mere sample to show the format that the Abstracts should have. This is described below but for your convenience you could simply insert at each part of the document (title, authors, affiliations, and body) your own data without changing the existing format. Submitted papers will be considered for presentation in oral and poster sessions but we encourage contributors to choose the oral presentations. In order to be accepted it is mandatory that at least the presenting author of the Abstract is registered correctly for the Congress. This page has 2.5 cm top and bottom margins and  3.0 cm left and right margins. The font is Times New Roman and the lines are singled spaced. The title has been typed in 14 point font size bold. Names, adjectives and verbs are capitalized in the title but not articles or prepositions. Authors names are separated from the title by a blank line and the font size is reduced to 10 point (which applies also for the institutional affiliations). The presenting author is indicated with an underlining. When there are more than one affiliation this must be indicated using superscript numbering. The body of the abstract (separated by one blank line, 12 point font size) should be in English and summarise your study clearly. References (1) may be used providing they can be entered in the available space. The full document must fit on one single page (about 500 words). Figures and tables will not be accepted for inclusion in the abstract. Observation of these instructions will ease the processing of your abstract and increase its chances of being accepted for your preferred method of presentation. Ready abstracts must be sent via e-mail to abstract@ibp.ru as an attached file. Please name this file using the extension .doc after your full name in reverse order (e.g. FirstAndrew.doc). Specify “Abstract submission” as the subject of your message and indicate (in the body of your message) what kind of contribution (oral or poster) do you prefer, together with your full address. You may also add any other comments or suggestions within your message. We remind you that the deadline for sending your Abstract is 31 March 2001.
